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The Inaugural meeting
of BUITEMS Senate

The first meeting of the Senate of the Balochistan
University of Information Technology, Engineering &
Management Sciences was held on 23" June, 2007 at
10:00 AM at City Campus BUITEMS under the
chairmanship of the Hon'ble Governor Balochistan /
Chancellor, BUITEMS.

The Hon'ble Chancellor informed the house regarding the
powers and functions of the Senate and urged the
members to play a positive and active role in the
advancement of the university and contribute effectively
in this regard.

The Chancellor added that the Senate is the apex body of
the university, and has got all the powers relating to policy
formulation, their implementation and monitoring
according to the BUITMS Amended Ordinance 2007. It is
the supreme legislative body responsible for framing rules
and regulations, and all the other statuary bodies and
functionaries shall be made accountable to it. Afterwards,
the following agenda items were discussed and decisions
were made.




The Vice Chancellor BUITEMS made a detailed
presentation to the Senate about the University. The
presentation included account of the Academic
Organization, the Faculty & Degree Programs offered by
the University, its infrastructure, current student
enrollments, existing faculty and administration staff
strength, future plans, fee and the scholarship schemes of
the university. The Vice Chancellor further informed the
Senate that the university had adopted the Amended
Ordinance 2007 issued by the Hon'ble Chancellor. He also
explained the existing policies of the university with
regard to admission, examination and other systems of the
university. The house was informed by the Vice
Chancellor regarding the strengths of the university and
the challenges faced by it. The corrective measures taken
by the University to over-come these challenges were also
highlighted. The Senate appreciated the efforts of the
university and its endeavors for imparting quality
education in the region.

The development projects of the University were
discussed in detail. The Senate was informed that owing to
the past financial problems in the development projects of
the university, it has incurred a liability of Rs. 232.886
million and is consequently unable to complete the
remaining civil works, as well as the supporting facilities
and outstanding consultancy charges to be paid for these
projects. The Vice Chancellor informed the Senate that the
allocated project funds were used in other projects, while
some un-approved projects were carried-out by the
university in the past. He briefed the house on a number of
deviations made during the course of implementation of
these projects. These deviations included enhancement in
the scope of work of the already approved civil works of
the PC-I's and by execution of unapproved projects like,
OAG Engineering Hall, P&G Lab and

Expo Centre. In addition, the payments of the unapproved
but completed projects were made by taking loan from the
releases of other approved projects.

The Chancellor affirmed that an amount of Rs. 30.00
million which has been released to the University as
bridge financing would be adjusted against the releases
required for completion of this project. The Vice
Chancellor added that the university was taking steps to
resolve all the issues and is looking for funding from the
donors i.e. HEC and Government of Balochistan so that
these works are finalized well in time without further
delay. He requested that the Chancellor's office may
undertake the matter with Chairman HEC and Deputy
Chairman Planning Commission for the approval of the
revised PC-I's and rescue the university from current
financial crises. He briefed the Senate regarding the
unapproved works like P&G Lab, Expo Centre and OAG
Hall and requested the Hon'ble Chancellor for extending
financial assistance and Ex-post facto approval of these
un-approved projects.

Keeping in view the financial difficulties and importance
of the development projects the BUITMS Senate granted
ex-post facto approval of the Owais Ahmed Ghani Hall
and Petroleum &Gas Lab, and Expo Centre BUITEMS
with a total cost of 65.401 million. Funding for these
projects, i.e. Rs. 65.401 million has been released by the
Hon'ble Governor Balochistan out of PSDP allocations.

For the remaining projects, it was decided that the
university may submit revised PC-1 to HEC to get funding
from HEC. Further, it was urged that the University
should ensure transparency in all its financial matters
including recurring and development projects.

The BUITEMS Senate approved nominations for
Selection Board of the University to make selections of
officers from B-17 and above and faculty members.

The meeting ended with a vote of thanks to the chair.
Afterwards, lunch arranged in honor of the learned
members of the University Senate.

German Ambassador Visits BUITEMS

It is a matter of pride for the Balochistan University
of Information Technology, Engineering and
Management Sciences that eminent foreign
diplomats choose to visit this institution when they
visit the provincial capital. Two French ambassadors,
Cultural attaches, Consular General of Iran,
Ambassador of Bangla Desh have previously
honored us with their visits, and all of them were
deeply impressed by academic atmosphere
prevailing at our campuses. His Excellency, Dr.
Gunter Mulak, German Ambassador to Pakistan also
honored this institution with his visit on October
25,2007. His visit to the University can be termed as a
unique event, because his address to the faculty
members contained a thought provoking review of
the Religio political situation of the region. In
addition to his diplomatic skills and political Dr.
Gunter Mulack is a renowned scholar and an
authority on international Law. His special interest in
Theology brought him in close contact with the
Muslim world. During the past few years, he
emerged as an advocate of “ Dialogue among
civilizations and especially the dialogue with the
Islamic world.

Dr. Gunter Mullack was accorded a warm welcome
on his arrival at the campus of BUITEMS. After
formal introduction with the senior Faculty, he was
taken to the VC office for briefing about the
University.

The real feature of his visit was his address to the
faculty members in the University auditorium. The
proceedings started with the recitation of verses from
the Holy Quran. Mr. Abdul Salam Loghi had the
privilege of reciting the verses.

Honorable Vice Chancellor, Engr. Ahmad Farooq
Bazai expressed his gratitude to His Excellency the
ambassador for finding time to visit the University.
He explained that Balochistan University of
Information Technology, Engineering and
Management Sciences has the distinction of being
the first public sector IT University in the Province.
The University was established under an Ordinance
in 2002, which was later amended in 2007 in order to
bring more disciplines within the scope of programs
offered by the University. He stated that it is a matter
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of pride for all of us that the University is now spread
over three campuses with a total faculty strength of
200 and the students strength of more than 3000. He
described the five faculties of the University in detail,
and presented the salient features of the various
department with the help of illustrations on
Multimedia.

He told the worthy guest that 31 of our young faculty
members are pursuing higher studies abroad. 5 of
them are studying in various German Universities. 15
studying at Glasgow University and 11 at Adelaide
University in Australia. The honorable VC described
the learning atmosphere as highly conducive and the
facilities provided to the students as of top order. He
was confident that with the passage of time, the fame
of this infant institution would spread beyond the
provincial and national boundaries and the day is not
far away when this University would be recognized
as aprime institution at the International level, too.

Brig (R) Abdul Razzaq Baloch, Honorary Consul
General of France escorted the Honorable
ambassador on his visit to the University. In his brief
address, he appreciated the University for being a
politics-free institution with focus on merit. In his
view, merit opens the way for flourishing of talents.
Introducing the worthy guest, he informed that Dr.
Gunter Mulack is a scholar of Law and Islamic
Sciences. He holds Doctorate not only in Law but
also in Arabic. His command over English, French,
Arabic and Spanish adequately equipped him for
scholastic pursuits in comparative theology and
advocacy for “dialogue among civilizations” .

Dr. Gunter Mulack started his lecture with the
expression of pleasure on the opportunity having
been provided to visit BUITEMS. He was deeply
impressed to observe the serious academic
atmosphere discernible at the campus. His
experiences in Pakistan and Middle East had helped
him draw certain conclusions, the foremost among
which is that a 'knowledge based society' is must for
development in the region. The nations that groom
intellectuals are likely to jump forward in
development.

Dr. Mulack asserted that the basic function of the
universities is to generate new knowledge. New
1deas produced at the universities open the way for
advancement in every field. According to him the
greatest challenge to countries like Pakistan is the
provision of educational facilities for their young
men and women, but this education should not be
restricted to academic achievements alone. Social
upbringing of the children and youth must also

include learning of social and intellectual values.
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He was of the opinion that only good teachers can
develop good students, full of self-confidence and
not afraid of putting forward their ideas forth-rightly.
Free speech is the clue to the mental development of a
person. Dialogue and discussions in the classroom
open up the possibility of generation of new ideas.
Pakistan is ideally poised for tapping the resources of
the youth intellect and capabilities since more then 50
% of Pakistan's total population are under 25 in age.
There is immense scope of breeding and grooming
high caliber young minds as more than 40% of our
population are under 17. This tremendous fresh
intellectual resource must be properly prepared and
channeled into the society fabric. Practical
participation in development activities sets the mode
of commitment to development. People in the
develop countries never shy away from practical
participation in the development process.
According to Dr. Gunter Mulack, investment in the
future generation is imperative for competing with
the world society. He quoted the example of West
where centers of excellence functioning at the
universities are largely responsible for producing
Nobel Laureates. Dr. Mullack was of the opinion that
if education is free, people start taking it for granted
and do not show much zeal to learn. Some thing has
to be paid for ensuring commitment on the part of
students.
He described inter-linkage of BUITEMS with great
universities of the world as an appreciable step in the
right direction. Internet is another great facility for
exploring amazing opportunities to find new sources
and resources of learning. Group work is the essential
approach for future as versatility is important for
team spirit.

Dr. Gunter Mulack went on to describe that
Balochistan holds a unique geographical position.
With the diversity of culture and language the region
offers peculiarly attractive scope of growth, because
in such a society respect and tolerance for others can
go side by side with individuality. Fruitful and
rational discussion can promote inter-cultural
understanding.




Dr. Gunter Mulack concluded his lecture with the

remarks that it is much cheaper for the Pakistani
students to go to Germany for education as compared
to UK or USA. Faculty exchange between Pakistani
and German institutions would be very productive.

At the end of lecture Engr. Ahmed Farooq Bazai
presented a university souvenir to the worthy guest
and thanked him for sparing time for the benefit of
the faculty of this university.

October 2007 under the patronage of SMEDA
Balochistan. The workshop was especially arranged
to inform the farmers, private sector stakeholders and
students of Biotechnology about the practices
employed in advanced part of the world.
