Provincial Workshop on Human
Rights

Article 1 of the United Nations Universal Declaration
of Human Rights states, "All human beings are born
free and equal in dignity and rights. They are endowed
with reason and conscience and should act towards
one another in a spirit of brotherhood." In this context,
a Provincial Workshop was organized on March 18,
2009 by (WESS) Quetta. A number of participants
belonging to various spheres of life participated in
the workshop. There were the representatives of
minorities of Balochistan besides other stake holders

in the workshop. Mr. Ahmad Shah Durrani,
Chairperson Department of Social Sciences,
BUITEMS participated as guest speaker and
mediator of the workshop. He gave a detailed
presentation on the "Human Rights: History, Evolution
and Current Challenges". He said that Human rights
refer to the "basic rights and freedoms to which all
humans are entitled". The earliest glimpse of human
rights is found on the Cyrus Cylinder written during
the reign of King Cyrus of Persia/lran in 600 BC.
Edicts of Ashoka issued by Ashoka the Great of India
between 272-231 BC are also notable documents
on human rights. Another important document of
human rights is the Meesag-e- Medina of 622 AD, by
Prophet Muhammad (PBUH) to mark a formal
agreement between all of the significant tribes and

families of Yathrib (later known as Medina), including
Muslims, Jews and Pagans.

The mostimportant document of human rights is the
LastAddress of Prophet Muhammad (PBUH) in 632
AD which covers all aspects of human rights. He
added that English Magna Carta of 1215 is particularly
significant in the history of English law. He further
said that United States Declaration of Independence
(1776), French Declaration of the Rights of Man and
of the Citizen (1789), The Geneva Conventions
(1864-1949) are also significant documents of
human rights. He explained that the final document
of human rights is the "Universal Declaration of
Human Rights" which is a non-binding declaration
adopted & proclaimed by the United Nations General
Assembly on December 10, 1948. There are 30
articles in the Universal Declaration, bifurcated into
two distinct and different covenants; a Covenant on
Civil and Political Rights and a Covenant on
Economic, Social and Cultural Rights. He further said
that Human Trafficking, Child Labour & Child
Prostitution, Violence against Women, Rights of
Minorities, Poverty, llliteracy and Health Problems are
some of the current challenges in the present
era.Prior to him, Mr. Pervez Igbal, Executive Director
WESS presented welcome address and explained
the workshop objectives. Mr. Barkat Shah Kakar,
Lecturer University of Balochistan gave a
presentation on "From emancipation to discontent:
the Political Dimension of Human Rights' Enterprise".
Mrs. Roshan Khurshid Barocha, Ex-Minister, Senator
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& Social Worker talked on the "Human Rights and
Human Diversity". Ms. Raheela Hameed Durrani,
Provincial Minister for Prosecution, who was also
chief guest of the workshop, presented her opinion
as a politician and part of the legislative machinary.
