Joint Research Project Undertaken

“‘Department of
Biotechnology and
Informatics” BUITEMS, has
developed working

collaboration  with  “Max
Plank Institute of Molecular
Genetics” Berlin  Germany
for studying skeletal
disorders prevailing among
German and  Pakistani
population. In this connection Dr. Abdul Wali
Tareen Assistant Professor was invited to
Germany for one month training to design and
formulate the SOP of working collaboration.
This joint research project aims at identifying
new genes/loci for inherited skeletal disorders
which occur relatively often in Pakistani and
German population. This project will not only
increase information about the number of new
and relevant genes but also will provide the
mutation spectrum of disease genes in
Pakistani population, too. The data acquired in
this project will help to improve genetic
counseling of families suffering from the
skeletal and related disorders. The knowledge
will be incorporated into diagnostic & treatment
strategies. Dr. Wali spent approximately one
month and learnt different modern
methodologies and latest techniques involved
in the laboratory of the German research
group. During this period, Dr. Wali worked on
genetic mapping, DNA sequencing,
quantitative PCR and statistical calculation
involved in human genetics like LOD score
calculations. This foreign training is expected
to be very effective in better supervision of MS
and Ph.D research fellows working under the
supervision of Dr. Wali at BUITEMS.

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Award of Post-doctorate Fellowship

Dr. Jamil Ahmad was
awarded a Postdoctorate
fellowship by the International
Agency for Research on
Cancer (IARC-WHO), a
specialized agency of the
United Nations in November
2007 after a competitive
Dr. Jameel Ahmed selection at  international
level. Initially, Postdoc fellowship was awarded
for one year (Nov 2007-Nov 2008) but later in
March 2008, Dr. Ahmad s’ fellowship was
extended for another period of two years (Nov
2008-Nov 2010) by another fellowship
selection board of IARC-France.During these
three years, Dr. Ahmad has been working on
Mutational analysis of high- risk (BRCA1 and
BRCA2) and intermediate-risk breast
cancer genes (CHEK2, ATM and BRIP1). Any
genetic alteration taking place within the
normal sequence of these genes is
responsible for causing breast cancer among
women, one of the most common cancers in
Pakistani women. Dr. Ahmad has identified six
novel mutations in BRCA1 and BRCAZ2 that
were not reported previously in these two
genes. In addition to the pathogenic genetic
variants, Dr. Ahmad has also identified ten
mis-sense genetic alterations; two of them are
of high clinical significance concerning the
patients of breast cancer, all over the world. In
March 2009, Dr. Ahmad was awarded |IARC
return grant (US $ 10,000/-) by International
Agency for Research on Cancer (IARC-WHO)
to start a pilot project on cancer research at
BUITEMS. |ARC Return Grant is usually
awarded to those IARC Post-doc fellows, who
work at IARC for a minimum duration of two
years.
